At CNS we remain committed in our values and ethos and together we aim to foster academic 
excellence, positive behaviours, effective communication, and a nurturing, inclusive community.  

The purpose of this Home-School Agreement is to establish a shared understanding between the 
school, parents/carers, and students, highlighting our collective responsibility in supporting each 
child to reach their full potential. We uphold our core values through the "4Ps": we encourage 
everyone to be Polite, Prepared, Punctual, and Participating. These principles help create a 
collaborative and supportive learning environment and community where all students can thrive.  

As part of the home school agreement;  

CNS Will: 

• Provide a friendly, secure, safe, respectful, and inclusive learning environment.  

• Ensure that all students are valued, encouraged, and supported to achieve their full 
potential. 

• Deliver a broad and balanced curriculum, setting high expectations for attendance, 
punctuality, behaviour, homework and effort. 

• Keep parents/carers informed about your child’s progress through regular 
communication, offering opportunities for parents/carers to be involved in the daily life 
of CNS. 

• Foster positive relationships and address any issues of bullying, discrimination, or 
unkindness swiftly and effectively. 

 

Parents/Carers Will: 

• Ensure my child is prepared to attend CNS every day, on time, in full uniform, and 
suitably equipped. 

• Communicate promptly with CNS about absences, lateness, or concerns. 

• Support CNS in enacting policies and guidelines for behaviour and standards, including 
the uniform policy. 



• Support my child with organisation, homework, revision, by using Go4Schools to track 
progress and attending progress evenings and events specific to their child. 

• Model respectful behaviour towards all members of the CNS community, both in person 
and online abiding by CNS's Parental and Visitor Behaviour code of Conduct 

 

Students Will: 

• Embody the 4Ps: be Polite, Prepared, Punctual, and Participating. 

• Attend CNS every day and arrive punctually to all lessons and form time. 

• Wear full CNS uniform and bring necessary equipment, including a bag every day. 

• Take responsibility and accountability for my actions, through reflection, discussion, 
sanctions and interventions.  

• Complete classwork/homework and actively participate in lessons to the highest 
standard. 

• Take responsibility for knowing where I need to be, be on time, and regularly check 
Go4Schools. 

• Uphold positive behaviour and respectful conduct both in school, in the community and 
online (social media); including when representing CNS and travelling to and from 
school. 

 

Failure to uphold the principles of this agreement may result in sanctions and/or support 
interventions. We are committed to working together to help every student succeed.
